1. CLIMATE & ENERGY

EU Emissions Trading System: Update on political negotiations

The European Parliament’s Environment
Committee (ENVI) and the Council of the EU
are still amidst painstaking negotiations to
reach a compromise on what the emissions
trading system (ETS) will look like after 2020:

- The Slovak presidency of the Council
released a draft compromise text,
reviewing the points of consensus among
Member States, on 2 December 2016, and

- The European Parliament (EP) is working
on compromise amendments following
the ENVI committee’s debates of 29
November 2016.

Although neither text has been made publicly
available, it seems that both the Council draft
compromise and amendments proposed by a
few MEPs would converge on certain
dispositions of the carbon leakage risk
assessment. Namely, both sides seem to
mention the possibility to assess sectors at a
lower level of disaggregation than the NACE-4
level. That includes the possibility to carry out
assessments at PRODCOM level. If such
wording would legitimate lower levels of

disaggregation that would not correspond to
international statistical classifications, that
would allow for the identification of
technologies most severely hit by the system.

at this stage. Many issues remain unresolved.
As a result, the vote of the European
Parliament’s ENVI committee was postponed
to 15 December 2016.
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EU Winter Energy Package: For a transition to clean energy

The recently published Winter Energy Package
will supplement the EU ETS, as the EU intends
to ‘lead the energy transition’ and be the global
champion of renewable energies.

In addition to ‘decarbonising’ the EU electricity
market, the intention of the strategy ‘Clean
Energy for All Europeans’ (COM(2016)860) is
also to contribute to a high carbon price. The
EU ETS will then no longer be the instrument of
choice to achieve the EU 40% emissions’
reduction by 2030.

Despite good intentions, the salt industry fears
that the package will not bring about cheaper,

globally competitive energy costs, which is
crucial for industrial competitiveness.

The list of legislative proposals includes:

- A proposal for revising the Energy
Efficiency Directive (COM(2016)761),
whereby the binding target for improving
energy efficiency EU-wide by 2030 is
increased from 27 to 30%, and

A communication on the acceleration of
clean energy innovation (COM(2016)763),
which focuses on supporting private
investments in clean energy and lowering
the latter’s risk.

Circular Economy: Baseline assessment of the salt industry

Focus on minimizing negative impacts

As part of the industrial infrastructure and at
the beginning of a long value chain, the salt
industry feels it has a role to play in moving
towards a circular economy (CE). Thus,
Kienbaum and EPEA assessed the sector’s
performance on CE parameters: material
reutilization, environmental impacts, water
management, energy use, and innovation.

The assessment concluded to the difficulty to
address circularity of the product — salt. CE,
thus, makes more sense from the production
process’ point of view. Although the

Focus on adding value via positive impacts

traditional business model still dominates, the

salt industry is slowly moving to the transition

stage with some leading companies. The

outcome of the evaluation was twofold:

- The salt sector is making significant efforts
on the side of material reutilization,

- More practical guidance would be
welcome to assist businesses in moving
from tradition to transformation.

EuSalt will focus on the latter in 2017 for waste
management and more sustainable packaging.

Governments, NGOs, and industry met on 23
November in The Hague to review the progress
under the different work streams — natural
capital accounting, innovation, and financing.

On that occasion, the Natural Capital Coalition
introduced the Natural Capital Protocol,
developed by business. The aim is to help
businesses integrate natural capital in their
decision-making process. Thus, in addition to
the protocol, which provides templates that
build on existing guides, tools and methods,
the Natural Capital Hub was launched, which

consists of a centralised search database for
case studies and resources worldwide. The
Coalition is now working on a guidance for the
finance sector to incorporate natural capital
impacts and dependencies into investments
and insurance practices.

EuSalt participated in the innovation work
stream (see the conference’s outcome) and
contributed to the B@B newsletter, raising
awareness about the role of salt works in
sustaining natural ecosystem services.

Launch of the European Network for Sustainable Quarrying and Mining

EuSalt is proud to be part of the European
Network for Sustainable Quarrying and Mining,
which was launched on 8 November 2016. The
project will take place from 2017 to 2020 under
the European Innovation Partnership on Raw
Materials. The objective is to promote a
culture of cooperation and facilitate multi-
stakeholder dialogue at national level towards
sustainable extraction.

Partners to the network include European
associations of the mineral sectors — gypsum
(Eurogypsum), aggregates (UEPG), cement
(CEMBUREAU), salt (EuSalt), and industrial

minerals (IMA-Europe) — as well as the Spanish
non-energy extractive industry association
(COMINROC) and the German BV Steine und
Erden.

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millions of birds depend on those pans for
fresh water and food.

However, the salt production was abandoned
and no economic activity undertaken for long
(see documentary). Czip and BirdLife have
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engaged in a number of initiatives to protect
and revitalise those areas. They have thus
called on the salt industry to partner in such
projects. EuSalt will be meeting with Birdlife on
21 December 2016 to further discuss the
partnership.
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3. FOOD & HEALTH

Food Information to Consumers: Nutrition labelling and iodized salt

Regulation (EU) No 2011/1609 on the provision
of food information to consumers has been in
force since 1 January 2014. As a result, food
products must bear the mandatory nutrition
declaration (MND) on the front of pack, stating
the amount of energy, carbohydrate, fibre, fat,
protein, sugars, and salt.

Although ‘salt and salt substitutes’ are
exempted from the above-mentioned
provision (as per Annex V to the Regulation), it
is not the case of fortified salt. This
interpretation was ruled out by the European
Commission. Consequently, food grade salt

fortified with iodine, fluoride, and/or folic acid
shall comply with the MND as per Article 9(1)
to be able to access the EU market after 13
December 2016.

Foods placed on the market or already
packaged and labelled prior to 13 December
2016, and that do not comply with the
requirements may be marketed until the
stocks are exhausted. That fully applies to
fortified salt as the Commission foresaw no
derogatory measure. More information on
labelling requirements in EU guidance.

A roadmap to a solution: EUiodine has
launched the COST project, which EuSalt helps
coordinate. The aim is twofold: first, monitor
iodine status in the EU population, so as to
identify proper iodine fortification actions, in
line with the WHO recommendations. Second,
COST will carry out capacity building activities

A problem:There is no common EU policy to
ensure the recommended adequate iodine
intake in the population. Insufficient to non-
existent harmonisation of national legislation
and activities for iodine deficiency disorders
(IDD) prevention exposes a large number of
European citizens to chronic, mild to moderate

iodine deficiency with very little evidence for integrated European IDD prevention.

The EuSalt Safety Expert Group believes that
sharing experience is a source of knowledge,
which leads to higher workers’ safety. Thus,
the EuSalt newsletter was selected as an
effective way to advance our safety mission;
